The 32™ Annual General Body Meeting of Bharat Heavy Electricals Employees Co-operative

Credit Society for the year 2023-24 was held under the Chairmanship of our President
Shri. Adappa. S. Nagur, at 10:00 AM in “Kuvempu Community Hall”, BHEL (EDN) Township,
Vijayanagar, Bangalore-560 040 on Sunday 01/09/2024. The Annual GBM started by offering
prayer to Sri Siddhi Vinayaka by the Board of Directors.

Our Director Sri. Mugappa Kuriyavar invited President Shri. Adappa. S. Nagur, Vice President
Shri. Puttaraju. H, Secretary Shri. Fahim Favas. C and all the Directors of the Society to the dais.

The meeting started with the Invocation by our Director Smt. Bharathi. K.

Our proud State anthem “Jai Bharata Jananiya Tanujate” was played and all the participants
stood up and paid their respects to our state anthem.

Shri. Mugappa Kuriyavar addressed the meeting and requested to stand in silence and pray
for eternal peace to the souls of the members who passed away in the year 2023-24.
Shri. Mugappa Kuriyavar thanked everyone and invited Shri. Puttaraju.H, Vice President of the
Society to deliver the welcome speech. Shri.Puttaraju.H commenced the welcome address by
welcoming the Board of Directors. He requested Senior members from audience to come
forward and present them with flower bouquet.

The President Shri. Adappa S. Nagur was welcomed by member Shri. Shivakumar. D. L with a
flower bouquet. Secretary Shri. Fahim Favas. C was welcomed by member Shri. Manjunatha. V with
a flower bouquet.

A grand welcome was accorded to all the former directors of the Society who
have contributed to the growth of the Society, office-bearers and executive committee members of
various associations of BHEL-EDN, children and their parents who have come to receive talent
awards, and the members who are the real assets of the Society. on behalf of the Board of Directors,
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Vice President Shri. Puttaraju. H, welcomed our staff who are tirelessly involved in the
daily activities of the Society. Vice President Shri. Puttaraju. H, who delivered the welcome
speech, was welcomed by member Shri. Prakash.B with a bouquet and Shri. Mugappa Kuriyavar
thanked Shri. Puttaraju.H for his welcome speech.

Inauguration of the “32™ Annual General Body Meeting ” of the Co-Operative Society
was performed by lighting the lamp by our President, Vice-President, Secretary and all Directors.

Shri. Mugappa Kuriyavar appealed to Shri. Adappa. S. Nagur, President of the Society to
preside over the proceedings of the Annual General Body Meeting 2023-24 under his Chairmanship.

The Chairman, Shri Adappa S. Nagur, greeted all the participants in the meeting, thanked
Shri. Mugappa Kuriyavar for his presentation, Smt. Bharathi K for her prayer, and Shri Puttaraju.H
for his welcome speech. Addressing the meeting, he welcomed the Vice President, Secretary, all
Directors and all the members who participated in the 32™ General Body Meeting of the
Co-operative Society, as well as the office bearers and executive committee members of various
associations of BHEL-EDN. He recalled the path of the Society had taken in the past and said that the
Society had reached a high status due to the efforts of the former Presidents, Vice Presidents,
Secretaries and Directors. He remembered thefather of the co-operative movement,
Shri. Siddana Gowda Sannaramana Gowda Patil and also informed the meeting that the patron of
the Society, Shri. Michael B. Fernandez could not attend the meeting due to unavoidable reasons.
He requested co-operation of all the members in conducting the meeting peacefully. The tenure of
the current board of directors is ending in next February. The performance and achievements of the
board of directors from 2020 to 2024 were presented to the meeting as follows.

* Our Society name has been officially included in the no-due Certificate of BHEL, which is a
historic move for the Society.

* The Society is maintaining a track record of operating without any non-performing assets (NPA).

* In order to facilitate the members of the Society, a uniform interest system of up to Rs. 85 lakhs
has been implemented for the members who take house construction and home purchase loans.

* The education loan limit has been increased from Rs. 1,25,000/- to Rs. 1,50,000/- and members
have been allowed to avail education loans in any month of the year.

* CCTV and staff biometric devices have been installed in the Society's office for security reasons.

* The 5-year limit for the purchase of used vehicles has been increased to 6 years.

* A historic decision was taken to transfer the 75 members unclaimed amount to the Reserve
fund as per the bye-laws.

* The additional thrift amount limit has been increased from a maximum of Rs. 12,000/- to
Rs. 50,000/- per month to increase the capital of the Society.

* In order to encourage the members of the Society to make fixed deposits, the maximum limit
of fixed deposits of each member has been increased to Rs.1 crore and competitive interest is
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being given.

* QR code has been taken to facilitate the members to pay money to the Society.

* The Surety loan death relief fund (SLDRF) scheme has been implemented and in case of
death of the member, the outstanding amount of the Surety loan has been adjusted through
this fund so that the family of the deceased member and the sureties are not burdened.
This is an ambitious scheme in the history of the Society. It has been implemented with the
co-operation of all of you.

* The Society's financial transactions have been completely computerized and a mobile
application has also been launched with Soft Bee software, which is a historic achievement
of the Society.

* The shares of the members have been increased from a maximum of 250 to 375 and have
been redistributed according to the loan.

* For the first time in the history of the Society, senior members are being given 0.25%
interest on fixed deposits in addition to the normal interest rate.

* A maximum dividend of 25% has been distributed to members for 4 consecutive years.

He said that the present board of directors and staff has heralded many other initiatives
with co-operation of the valuable members and has contributed to the prosperity of the Society.

The Chairman, Shri Adappa. S. Nagur, continued the meeting and informed that two
directors of the Society would be felicitated as they were on the verge of retirement. The
Senior Director, Shri Balakrishna. B. L was invited to the stage to honour to him for his invaluable
service to the Society and Shri Balakrishna. B. L was felicitated. The Director, Shri Vinay Kumar. P. M
read out his brief biodata. The Chairman thanked him for his invaluable service.

The Director, Shri Parashuram.M., was invited to the stage to honour him for his invaluable
service to the Society and Shri Parashuram.M. was felicitated. The Director Shri Ramesh. M. S
read out brief biodata and the Chairman thanked him for his invaluable service and also
thanked Directors who read the brief biodata.

As part of the next program, as per the previous tradition of the Society, the following
children were honored they were presented cash award, appreciation letter memento to
encourage the talented children of the Society members who secured maximum marks in class
10 and class 12 in the academic year 2023-24.

The prize distribution program was conducted by the Director Shri Manjunatha. A and
the Director, Shri Pavan Kumar. M. The prizes were distributed by the President, Vice President
and Secretary of the Society.

The Chairman, Shri Adappa. S. Nagur, thanked the directors who conducted the prize
distribution program and thanked the Secretary Shri Fahim Favas.C and Vice President
Shri. Puttaraju. H who distributed and thanked the parents and their wards who received

prizes. The Chairman requested the Secretary to present the administrative report to the meeting.
The Secretary, Shri Fahim Favas.C, addressed the meeting, greeted everyone who

participated in the program and presented the administrative report for the year 2023-24

to the meeting.

The Chairman, Shri Adappa. S. Nagur, thanked the Secretary, Shri Fahim Favas.C.

The Chairman continued the meeting and informed the members that the minutes of the
meeting held on 24/09/2023 were printed and given to them. If there were any questions,
the members could discuss them in the meeting.

Member Shri Mahadeva. S. spoke and said that in the report of last general body meeting
on page no. 9, a request was made to increase the maximum limit of shares to 750. He
questioned why it was not implemented even though it was printed in the minutes that they
would discuss and decide in the board of directors meeting.

In response to his question, the Chairman said that the maximum limit of shares has already
been increased from 250 to 375 and has been redistributed in the ratio of 25 share per 1 lakh

on loans. In addition to Surety loans, members who have vehicle loans and home

24



loans have also been allowed to get shares according to the amount of loans they have taken.
He said that in the future, efforts will be made to increase the maximum limit of shares over
time according to the growth of the Society.

Shri Mahadeva. S said that in page no. 9 of the same report, a request was made to provide
training to the members from the Co-operative Department. He assured that he would discuss
it in the board of directors meeting and take an appropriate decision, but the members have not
received any information on this matter. Moreover, every year our Society also donates 2% of its
profits to the Co-operative Education Fund, but it is not being utilized properly, he questioned.

In response to his question, the Chairman said that, it is mandatory to pay 2% of the profit
to the Co-operative Education Fund as per the rules of the Co-operative Department, already
one day training has been given to all the directors and staff of the Society by the Co-operative
Department. It is difficult to train the members due to the rules of the factory, For this
permission of the HR Department is necessary. When we submitted a request for permission,
management did not agree due to increased production target work for the employees. He said
that if the management agrees, we will submit a request to the Co-operative Department for
one day training for the members. To the question of whether the training program can be
organized on Sunday? The Chairman said that we will organize it, if all the members agree.

Shri. Mahadeva. S spoke and requested Shri. Magendran. S, General Secretary of the Trade
Union, to discuss with the Human Resource Department of the factory and provide space for
training. He continued his queries that even though the annual turnover is Rs. 176 crore as
mentioned in page number 13 of the financial report for the year 2023-24, the profit amount
has decreased.

The Chairman replied to his question that in recent times, the number of people investing
in fixed deposits in the Society has been gradually decreasing. Most of the fixed deposits of the
Society are coming from retired members. Several financial institutions are giving 0.5% more
interest to senior citizens, so it is imperative that we give a competitive interest rate. On the
request of senior members, the interest rate has been increased and an additional interest of
0.25% is being given to them. Currently, the interest rate for members on fixed deposits of three
years is 8%, and senior members are being given an additional 0.25%, which is 8.25%. He said
that our co-operative society was established with the aim of providing financial support to its
members and not for the purpose of making profit.

The Chairman spoke and requested the meeting to consider giving an annual gift to retired
senior members who have fixed deposits of more than Rs. 30 lakhs.

Member Shri Mahadeva. S. intervened and questioned that this matter had already been
raised in the last general meeting.

The Chairman spoke and said that the flow of fixed deposit plays an important role in
meeting the loan requirements of the members in an adequate manner. He expressed the
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feeling that giving an annual gift to senior members would be helpful in attracting their investment.

Member Shri. Madhusudhan. M.G. intervened and requested that instead of giving an
annual gift to senior members who have fixed deposits of more than Rs. 30 lakhs, the
interest rate be increased by a small amount.

The Chairman replied to his question that if the interest rate is increased, it will have to be
increased for all members, there is no scope for individual revision of interest rate for only
some members.

Member Shri Ravikumar spoke and requested the meeting not to consider giving annual
gift to senior members who have made fixed deposits.

The Chairman replied that this is the personal opinion of Shri Ravikumar, the meeting has
to decide on it and made another appeal to the meeting and explained the benefits of fixed
deposits to the members of the Society to the meeting.

Member Shri Praveen Kumar.G.M spoke and said that you all should welcome giving annual
gift to senior members who have made fixed deposits of more than 30 lakhs. Since they have
made fixed deposits in our Society, we have been able to get loan facilities very easily from the
Society. The gift given by the Society has a high emotional connection. Giving gifts to senior
members does not cause any loss to the Society. It is very difficult for our members to take loans
from outside financial institutions. We are getting loans within a day in our Society, which is a
matter of joy for all of us, he said and requested the meeting to allow giving annual gift to senior
members.

Member Shri Tejesh.N spoke, a maximum of 7.5% interest is being given to those who have
fixed deposits in the bank, we are giving 8.25% interest in our Society, if necessary, this interest
rate can be increased to 8.30% and he appealed to the meeting not to give gifts.

The Chairman, taking into account the opinions of the members, said that since there was
a mixed response in the meeting about giving annual gift to senior members who have fixed
deposits of more than 30 lakhs, this issue should be discussed in the next meetings, and
continued the meeting for other matters.

Member Shri Mahadeva.S spoke and questioned that last time you had approved Rs. 25
lakhs for staff salaries in the budget, You spent about one and a half lakhs more, if you check the
staff salary figures for about 8 years, it has increased by about 2 lakhs every year, in addition to
that, a bonus of 2 months salary has also been given.

The Chairman replied to his question and said that the salary of the staff is revised as per
the rules. In the current year, the salary of the staff has been revised as per the order of the State
Government. He read out the rules regarding the salary of the staff in the bye-laws to the meeting.
He said that the expenditure on general expenses and the expenses of the general body meeting
has been less than the approval. He explained that wehave allowed 2 months salary to the staff as
per our bye-law but we will not give them the full amount. We will discuss it in the board of
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directors meeting and give a specified amount.

Member Shri Mahadeva S. spoke and said that Society have taken a loan of Rs. 2 crore from
the Mithavyaya co-operative society, out of which Rs. 83 lakhs is repaid, Society paid about
Rs. 7 lakhs in interest on this loan, but the outstanding amount of the remaining loan has not
been mentioned in the Balance Sheet. Please inform the current outstanding amount. He
questioned that Society has purchased the Site (godown) in the year 2014 for an amount of
Rs. 1.74 crore, but the profit from it is only Rs. 7 lakh per year, the Society is not getting adequate
income from this property.

The chairman replied to his question and said that currently only 2 monthly installments of
the loan were pending of Rs. 2 crore taken from the Mithavyaya Co-operative Society. We have
complete information about this, we will read the information to the members if necessary. He
said that the outstanding amount of the loan is printed in serial number 11 on page number 20,
and that the Society has taken a loan of Rs. 2 crore from the Mithavyaya Co-operative Society to
distribute loans to the members of the Society. Since we have taken loans from them many times
and have repaid them within about 1-2 months, this time they have given a loan with the
condition that the loan should be paid off by fulfilling the monthly installments for the entire
period of the loan. We have no intention of selling the godown of the Society. There was a mixed
response in the last general body meeting, and if necessary, we will try to buy another property in
upcoming days, he gave an explanatory answer.

Member Shri Mahadeva. S spoke and requested the Chairman for permission to give
several suggestions for the better improvement of the Society, the Chairman allowed him to give
his suggestions.

Shri Mahadeva. S firstly suggested increasing the share capital. Secondly, increasing the face
value and number of shares, Thirdly, increasing the education loan limit, determining its
installment and interest, fixing the lowest interest rate for this loan, and finally implementing a
uniform interest system for house construction loan and renovation loan.

The Chairman thanked him for his suggestions and informed the meeting that their
suggestions would be discussed in the Board of Directors meeting and appropriate decisions would
be taken.

Member Shri Manohara. C. N. spoke and questioned whether permission was taken in the
last general body meeting for members of other units of BHEL, such as SBD and ISG, to deposit
fixed deposits.

The Chairman replied to him and informed that the permission has been given to the SBD
members to make fixed deposits in the general body meeting, and he said that they are expected
to receive fixed deposits in the coming days.

Shri Manohara C. N. spoke continued and appealed that our members are taking home
loans from other banks. Effort should be made to attract them to take home loans from our Society.
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The Chairman replied to him and said that we will take care of this issue.

Shri Manohara C. N. continued his speech and requested to increase the face value of the
shares, the Chairman informed him that, We will discuss it in the board of directors meeting
and take a appropriate decision.

Member Shri Balaji Singh. E spoke and requested to increase the maximum limit of
mortgage loan from 50 lakhs to one crore and requested to provide adjustment loan facility for
mortgage loan.

The Chairman replied, we will give first priority to those who build houses, mortgage
borrowers take loans on the house they have built and they take mortgage loans for their
children's education or to buy another property or for other personal purposes. He said that a
large amount has to be given for mortgage loans at once, which will make it difficult for the
Society. He said that in the future, we will increase the limit of mortgage loans and currently
there is already an opportunity to get a adjustment loan for mortgage loans.

Shri Balaji Singh. E. spoke and suggested that before you discuss in the board of directors
and take a decision to increase the interest on loans, bring it to the attention of the senior
members working in the factory and discuss with them and then increase it. Can't the Society
allow loans on gold? He asked.

The Chairman, while answering the questions of Shri Balaji Singh, said that increasing the
interest rate is in accordance with the capital of the Society and it is inevitable to provide loans
to members even in the event of reduced flow of fixed deposits. He said that secured storage
facility is necessary for providing loans against gold, and there is no room for it in our Society.

Member Shri Sainath Lambani spoke and asked, "l applied for home loan transfer, but | did
not get the loan within the stipulated time?"

The Chairman replied to his question and said that due to the current low capital inflow,
we have temporarily suspended all other home loans except for home construction loans. You
will get the loan when the capital flow increases.

Shri Sainath Lambani further asked to announce the fund allocation for various loans in the
Society on the notice boards.

The Chairman replied to his question and said that the financial details of the Society are
not published on the notice boards and that it is against the rules. However, the members can
visit the Society and collect the details.

Member Shri Praveen Kumar. G. M spoke and expressed his appreciation for the work done
by the Society's management in the last 5 years and also gave some suggestions. He said that
there are many more developments to be made in the mobile app newly launched by the Society.
He requested that the circular and other highlights of the Society be made available in the mobile
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app itself. He expressed his appreciation for the SLDRF scheme he remembered Shri.Manohara.R,

who was responsible for this Scheme, and said that after the implementation of the scheme,
the fear of standing as Surety has gone away for the members. He requested to provide
ON MATURITY system for fixed deposit interest.

The chairman answered his question and thanked Shri. Praveen Kumar. G. M for
congratulating the board of directors. He said that the mobile app update is a continuous
process and we will update it in the coming days. The ON MATURITY system for fixed deposit
interest was implemented earlier, it was withdrawn in 2014, this system is not available in the
current software and we will try to implement it in the coming days.

Shri. Praveen Kumar. G. M Further requested that the members do not have complete
information about SLDRF and provide complete information.

The Chairman explained the complete information about SLDRF to the meeting and
requested all the members to encourage the Board of Directors of the Society.

Member Shri Shreemanth Metri spoke and said that retired members of the Society have
lost their fixed deposit certificates and are no more. In such a case, it takes a long time to get
the fixed deposit back. He requested that this system be simplified. In this case, His family will
have to submit a legal heir certificate. It costs about one to one and a half lakh rupees to get
this certificate from the court. This money is a big burden for his family, So he requested that
they be exempted from taking this legal heir certificate.

The Chairman answered his question. This system has been in place since the beginning.
If the members who have made fixed deposits are alive, they can get a duplicate fixed deposit
certificate by submitting a self-attestation letter, But in the event of death, if the fixed deposit
certificate expires, a legal heir certificate will have to be obtained to determine the heirs of the
deceased member. He said that this issue will be reviewed in the coming days and discussed in
the Board of Directors meeting and an appropriate decision will be taken.

Member Shri Prashanth Rajendra.G spoke and suggested that the matters discussed in the
meeting of all members be printed in the proceedings and that a mobile app be installed on
the iPhone. The Chairman gave a satisfactory answer to his question.

Member Shri Magendran. S spoke and said that he would try to talk to the HR Department
to organize training for the members from the Co-operative Department. He expressed his
appreciation for the increase in fixed deposit interest, the increase in the share limit and the
implementation of the mobile app, and praised the work of the Board of Directors. The Chairman
thanked Shri Magendran. S.

Member Shri. Lingaraju.K.S spoke and requested that the loan be sanctioned to those who
applied for a loan on the mobile app. The Chairman replied that his suggestions would be
discussed in the meeting of the Board of Directors.
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Member Shri. S. M. Solanki spoke and said that when we compare the initial phase of this
Society with the current formidable position, we have seen a lot of development. It is also a
matter of joy that all our younger generation members are actively participating in Society's
affairs by clarifying doubts, offering new ideas and suggestions. They are all have gained lot of
knowledge. Everyone's co-operation is important for the development of this Society. All the
senior members are on the verge of retirement. The next responsibility lies with the younger
generation. It is inevitable for the younger generation to take responsibility. It is a matter of great
joy that our Society has been in the "A" grade for 32 consecutive years. The current young
directors are also eager to fill the position of senior directors after gaining experience. He
expressed his happiness for the hard work of the Board of Directors and thanked everyone
respectfully. He appealed to the younger generation to take the Society to even greater heights.

Member Shri Basavaraju. B spoke and asked whether there was a difference in the staff
provident fund in page number 34 compared to the previous year.

Rs. 3,28,134/- (9) 1% of the remaining amount was allocated to the Reserve for bad & doubtful
debts of Rs. 1,09,378/- Finally, the remaining amount was deducted and the meeting was
informed that an amount of Rs. 71,72,612/- would be required for dividend distribution and
the remaining amount of Rs. 4,91,873/- was sought for transfer to Reserve Fund, which was
approved by the meeting.
